sustainably?

What | need to know:

Sustainability means that a process, resource or state can be maintained
for as long as needed.

Sustainable cities aim to reduce pollution and carbon emissions by
offering alternative transportation methods such as improved public
transport, cycle lanes, electric bikes and trams.

There are many cities and communities that are working to become more
sustainable.

Costa Rica, New York, Copenhagen and Amsterdam are examples of
places where sustainable projects have been introduced.

Solar panels, wind turbines and hydroelectric dams all generate energy
through renewable processes.

Non-renewable processes use fossil fuels such as coal, petrol and gas,
which, once used, cannot be replaced or maintained. Fuels can also
release gases into the atmosphere which cause the Earth to get hotter.

Vocabulary Focus:

sustainability — a process, resource or state that can be maintained for as
long as needed.

greenhouse gas — any gas released from Earth capable of trapping
sunlight in the planet's atmosphere, which causes the planet as a whole
to become warmer. Carbon dioxide is an example of a greenhouse gas.
renewable — able to be generated again; will not run out.

fossil fuels — any carbon-containing fuel formed from the remains of
prehistoric plants and animals. Coal, petroleum and natural gas are
examples of fossil fuels. Once used, they cannot be replaced.

six-figure grid reference — used to specifically identify or indicate a
location within a grid square.
